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The snow guns are in full swing at Peek'n Peak! We started making snow Monday and temperatures will be conducive to
making snow for the next 2 weeks!

This will make for a perfect opening on Wednesday, November 26th!

PEEK'N PEAK SNOWMAKING FACTS

Aside from Mother Nature we like to think we are the best snowmakers in the world. In an average year, we spend hours
and hundreds of thousands of dollars to convert 60 million gallons of water into that powdery cold stuff that skiers crave.

Snow is made by combining pressurized air and water. Together this creates a nuclei of ice, similar to dust particles of
airborne fragments that make up the nuclei of a natural snowflake. What happens next depends on temperature, humid-
ity, wind speed and wind direction. Just as lake effect snow is created by collecting moisture as it travels through the air,
man-made snow is created by adding water, which attaches to the nuclei of ice and increases in size.

Temperature is the first crucial factor. The colder it is, the more water you can add to the nuclei. In snowmaking, water is
above freezing (32F) when it is added to the nuclei of ice. And so it follows that the colder the air, the more water will
freeze, making for bigger flakes and deeper snow.

About twenty years ago, California fruit growers were experimenting with a naturally found bacteria that, when mixed with
water and sprayed on fruit, would inhibit freezing. In the process, they discovered its sister bacteria which promotes freez-
ing. There must have been a skier involved in this discovery because it eventually made its way to the Bioengineering
Division of Kodak, who used the information to create Snowmax Snow Inducer. When you inject Snowmax into snowmak-
ing water, suddenly you increase the amount of water that can be pumped by 30%. This translates directly into a 30%
increase in snowmaking capacity.

Humidity is a key factor in affecting the size of snowflakes. This higher the humidity, the lower the amount of water that
will freeze to the ice nuclei. Wind speed and wind direction affect how long the ice nuclei stays in the cold air. The longer
the ice nuclei is in the air, the more water will freeze to it, making for larger flakes and deeper snow.

At Peek’n Peak there are 96,000 feet of pipe buried under the ski slopes, which deliver 3,000 gallons of water at 13,400
cubic feet per minute of compressed air to over 260 locations all over the slopes. Two years ago we invested 2 million
dollars in state of the art snowmaking tower technology. The new system allows us to completely cover the slopes with 2
feet of snow in about 300 hours of snowmaking compared to the 1000 hours the old system required. This allows us to
open the most terrain in the fastest time and maintain that base through warm periods.

Once snow is made, the groomers roll in. With their 350 hp motors and large blades, they quickly move the snow around,
spread it, then go back over and chop it up with their hydro tillers. The result is that corduroy surface that is so familiar to
skiers.
